Then, take your favourite sketch and draw it on to canvas, check for composition, balance, fit etc, and let the painting begin.   

Then copy a Picasso or choose your own subject matter from a portrait, still life or musical instrument.  We will provide copies of 
some of Picasso’s paintings, a still life and a guitar.   You are welcome to bring a favourite photo, picture of a musical instrument 

or an item you’d like to reproduce.
